Regular Meeting Minutes

April 9, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President, Josh Lamping, Trustees:   Jackie Flick, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Shirley Poggioli, Ben Wagner and Robert Wilcox; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger.
 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept April minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Plock; Ayes -6;   Nays-0; Motion Carried.
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wilcox.   Ayes - 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

Trustee Flick motioned to accept the April Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill

Cameron found the source of the water loss.  Residence at 209 E. Second Street. Owner, Ron Henson, found a leak and Tate's Trenching came and replaced the piping.  The cost of this is the responsibility of the home owner.

The parts ($900) arrived for the Dump Truck and Rich Zipse will repair.  Should be completed before May meeting.

Cheryl Newcomer is made a list of Trees to cut down/ trim.   The trees at 302 E. Third Street (Parnell) and 206 W. Fifth Street (Penn) are first on the list to be cut down since those trees are dead. There was a question regarding responsibility of the tree on the northwest corner of the Bertolet Building property and Blaine/Second Streets.  The Bertolet Foundation Board Representatives, Larry Wagner and Jim Campbell did not have any conclusive maps.  During the discussion of the tree, the Village Trustees decided to have the tree trimmed and this tree will be added to the list of trees for trimming or removal.  This will be on the 2018/2019 budget in the amount of $5,000.
OPEN COMMENT:

FiBBer's Bar owners; Kathy and Loren Wilken, addressed the board regarding an outdoor band at their bar on June 1st (LR Daze) and June 30th (Birthday Celebration).  There will be live entertainment that could possibly be very loud.  A special use permit will be issued for those evenings.

FiBBer's is also planning a Car Show during the summer and requested that parts of Main Street (North of Highway 72) be closed off for this event.  They will be in touch with the Clerk regarding the dates of this so residents will know to move their vehicles.

Village of Davis Junction Trustee, Jarred Doane addressed the Board regarding his job in his Village as Ordinance Officer.  His job entails the notification of Ordinance Violations by writing letters and working with the residents to remedy the situations.  This is done due to no Police Department in the Village. Mr. Doane is considering opening his own company to act as an Ordinance Officer for other Municipalities that do not have a Police Department.  His charge would be approximately $500 per month.
It was determined that his service to his Village is already provided for the Village of Leaf River, by the Trustees as a whole working with the Village Clerk.

A resident called Shirley Poggioli regarding a gray van on Main Street that does not have plates and has been parked on the street for ten days.
