The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Tim Morris by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

There were no additions to the set agenda; the entire board accepted the Agenda with no additions. 

 Trustee Plock motioned to accept the March 2022 meeting minutes as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Green.  Ayes -6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

Zach Resman from Solar on Earth presented the board with information regarding credits the Village can earn on utilizing solar energy from a solar farm.  Mr. Resman will send an information packet to the Village Office with information on how the Village would qualify for the energy credits.

  Trustee Shelton discussed a bent grate at the Fire Department.  Ms. Shelton contacted IDOT and was informed that the drain is the Village's responsibility.  This subject is tabled until the May 9th meeting with the hopes for clear documentation of requirements needed for this repair.

Trustees - 

Trustees Brad Plock and James Green were contacted by Kenny Pals (German Valley) regarding the utilization of German Valley's street sweeper.  President Morris requested more information on pricing as well as if there needed to be an inter-governmental agreement made prior to said utilization.


Trustee Musso gave an update on the WWTP rebuild.  Mr. Musso stated that Willett Hoffman & Associates (WHA), the Village should know by June, 2022 regarding the percentage of loan forgiveness from IEPA.  Mr. Musso also stated that WHA would be responsible for obtaining grants.


Trustee Plock instructed the clerk to look into Illinois Municipal League (IML) grant finder.  Clerk Krueger will sign the Village up for the Grant Finder program.
New Business

Discussion of hiring Test, Inc. to replace the services currently being performed by Janes Environmental.  After the discussion (pros/cons), President Morris suggested having more information and at least one other company to replace.  President Morris also suggested the interested parties make a presentation at the next meeting - including Dan Janes from Janes Environmental.  President Morris also wanted to make the situation clear regarding the loss of Mr. Janes during the WWTP rebuild.  Resident's sewer bills could be significantly increased without Mr. Jane's financial contact's aid during the WWTP Rebuild.
