August 13, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President, Josh Lamping, Trustees: Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Shirley Poggioli and Ben Wagner; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger. Absent from the meeting was Trustee Bob Wilcox.
 Trustee Poggioli motioned to accept July minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Plock; Ayes -4;   Nays-0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Wagner motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Poggioli.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote Trustees Flick and Wagner. Motion Carried.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the June Treasurer's Report with one as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox. Motion Carried.

OPEN COMMENT
FiBBer's Bar & Grill owner, Loren Wilken, addressed the Board.  There will be a car show on August 21 from 5pm to 8pm.  Mr. Wilken requested permission to block off Main Street during those hours.

Permission granted and a work order completed for Cameron to block off the streets on the 21st.

Paul Detmer representing the Jerry Wickam  American Legion post #1148 informed the Board that The Legion would like to spend some money on projects, and wanted to know if the Village had any projects the Legion could spend money on without repeating anything that another organization may be doing for The Village and are not cost prohibited.
There will be discussion on this subject and the Board will get back to Mr. Detmer.

Robert Vail from Bernardi Securities addressed the Board about a possible refinance to our Water Loan that we currently have through the USDA - Rural Development.  

Bernardi Securities is a Bond Underwriter.  They currently work with neighboring Municipalities of Oregon, Polo, Freeport and Pecatonica.  Bernardi sell the bond to get a better rate for the Municipalities they represent.  They target the sales locally so the surrounding areas can invest in our community.  Their fees are 3% and are included in the total.
Trustee Poggioli motioned to proceed with Bernardi Securities for the loan refinance.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes:  4; Nays - 0; absent from vote: Trustee Wagner.  Motion Carried.

OLD BUSINESS:
Gym Roof Repair - tabled until September meeting - waiting on the claim placed by A+.
Discussion of either replacing the Jacobsen lawn mower or repairing it.  Currently both the Jacobsen and the smaller mower The Cub Cadet are in need of repair. Cameron is having the repairs done to Cub Cadet.
President Lamping gave some options to remedy the situation.

1. Replace Jacobsen with a brand new 72" Kubota - with the ability to drive fast - brand new $16,000

(We are budgeted for $12,000)

2. Fix for now and then during the winter take it to Myers Tractor Repair or Peabody's and see how much it would cost to repair and the value of it for a trade in.

3.  Not mow the Football field - since it is basically only used during the LR Daze Festival for the Tractor

Pulls.  Possible hire a farmer to cut and bale and then do a nice cut just prior to Festival.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to get the Jacobsen fixed professionally and find out its value.  This was seconded by Trustee Poggioli.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Absent - Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
NEW BUSINESS:

The Audit was submitted to the Board by Tena Krueger and Jan Myers.

Trustee Newcomer - is concerned that the Clerk and Treasurer are not utilizing the Software to its fullest and that there had been trouble with the balancing of the bank statements with the system.

Tena Krueger explained that HomeTech Solutions (Pepin's) had been contacted during the audit - revisions were made and HomeTech has hired a programmer to fix some of the program's problems.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the 2017-18 Audit that was performed by WIPPFLi in July 2018.

This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent from vote: Trustee Wilcox. Motion Carried.

Candidates for Trustee replacement:  Mr. Paul Detmer addressed the board and gave his qualifications.

The Board voted unanimously to accept Mr. Detmer.

His time on the Board will be until April 2019.  He would have to run for the position in the April 2019 General Election, should he decide he wanted to stay on the board.

Final item - the RVC possible needs a replacement for Ceroni.  The Clerk will compile lists for the board to discuss at the September meeting.
