OPEN COMMENT:

Resident Mike Musso addressed the board regarding the "Best Lawn" competition.  The Leaf River Lions have agreed to judge the competition.
MAINTENANCE REPORT: Cameron McGill

 
Water main break was found at 203 East Third Street (Route 72) (Historical Society).  An Emergency permit was granted by IDOT to dig up Route 72 to repair the leak.  Fischer Excavating (Freeport, IL) was called to repair the water line.  Gravel will be on the road until McGill can reach Herbig Blacktop (Byron, IL) to pave the road.
Resident Paul Detmer notified the office of a sink hole at Blaine and E. Second Streets.  Trustee Plock took pictures and alerted McGill of the situation.

Trustee Shelton notified McGill that there are air filters at the RVC that need to be changed every three (3) months.  McGill indicated he would handle this going forward.

RVC - No report
 Leaf River Summer Daze:  Wrap up meeting is scheduled for August 16, 2021 at 6:30pm in Lion's Room at the RVC.
LR Historical Society (Museum) - Garage Sale was deemed a success and all unsold items have been donated to Angel's Treasures in Mount Morris.
Trustees:   Trustee James Green would like to be able to park his demo derby car at his residence during the derby season (May 1st- Oct 15th).  A question regarding if said demo cars are abandoned and should not be allowed to be parked at residences unless they are covered with a tarp or in an enclosed building.
Trustee Dea Groen had done some research on the subject and determined that the demo cars are considered a "hobby" and are not the same as an abandoned car.  The Ordinance Committee, comprised of Dea Groen, Cheryl Newcomer and Nicki Shelton will meet to discuss a desirable outcome for the community.
Discussion topic:

 Trustee Brad Plock discussed a radar sign for Route 72 (Third Street) to deter speeding vehicles as they enter the Village.  Cost of the unit would be approximately $2,700.00 Discussion of how to enforce without a police department etc.  this brought up possibly re-instating the police department that was dissolved in 2010.  President Morris suggested a committee research the costs of re-establishing the police for the Village.  Committee:  Brad Plock, Dea Groen and Cheryl Newcomer.
Rental Rooms at North end of RVC.  Currently charge $50/month for rent.  Building committee to have a meeting to discuss rent increase and charging for the rooms not currently being charged.
