From July meeting:  Trustee Shelton motioned to approve the invoice in the amount of $5,800 from BelRock for the additional work needed to install the grates at the Fire Department.  This was seconded by Trustee Green. Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent - 1 - Trustee Plock - motion carried.

Trustee Shelton motioned to approve the invoice from Rogers Redi-Mix in the amount of $1,048.00 for the sidewalk replacement on East Second Street.  This was seconded by Trustee Noworul. Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent - 1 - Trustee Plock - motion carried.
Trustee Shelton inquired about her and her husband, Steve, purchasing the land behind their property (formerly owned by LRCOMM) from the Village.

Tim Morris spoke with Village Attorney, Rob LeSage, to find out the protocols etc.  Morris then instructed Trustee Shelton to go thru their personal attorney to be advised. Since Shelton is on the Village Board, there could be a concern for conflict of interest regarding the purchase. The Sheltons are going to contact their attorney.
