December 10, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President, Josh Lamping, Trustees: Paul Detmer, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Shirley Poggioli and Ben Wagner, Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger. Absent from the meeting:  Trustee Bob Wilcox. 
 Trustee Plock motioned to accept November minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Detmer. Ayes -5;   Nays-0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report with one as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Detmer   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
 Beesing did a great job on the plow
Snow was very heavy and had to be pushed in front of some of the Main Street mailboxes.  Cameron cleaned out some of the mailboxes, if he had pushed large amounts of snow in front of them.

Trustee Newcomer stated that it should not be the Village's responsibility - this should be the homeowner's responsibility. 

Cameron will check on the Salt supply. We currently get our salt from Glendenning. Shirley gave a number to Cameron for ADM in the event we need more salt.
Cameron had to come in on Sunday to the RVC - the Furnace in the Cafeteria was not working - Brian Ballard from Mechanical was called to fix exhaust fan.  Cameron had to call him today (12/1/18) because the boiler was not working.
A new heater was installed at the Sewer Plant.

A new motor is needed for soft start - to prevent the shaft from breaking.  The Well #3 down until new soft start can be replace. The electrician will install.

Cameron will contact Bob Weber, Ind. Contractor; he suggested we needed a new soft start.
 Cheryl Newcomer inquired about the Gym windows - Cameron caulked from the outside - he used 6 cans of calk for this task.

Cheryl Newcomer also inquired about the roof repair performed by Freeport Industrial Roofing - Cameron stated that the company did a good job.
Cheryl Newcomer also inquired about the cover for the New Lawn mower.  Cameron will move to the sewer plant this week and cover with a tarp.  Tena will help with the transport.

Aaron Palmer from LR Comm asked to be on January's Agenda instead of December's.  The discussion of the property will be on the January 14th, 2019 agenda.

RVC:

Karen Dietrich from the RVC reported that Jamie Hensley is a new voting member of the RVC Committee he will be at the meeting held on December 20th at 6:30 pm.  Kathy (Neslund) Wicker is also interested and will attend the December meeting for information.  
The Defibrillator will be replaced by the RVC Committee - since they ordered in the first place.

A key was delivered to the Rick Bland and Karen Moorhead of the RVC for the dumpster in back of the building.  An extra key is on the key rack in the Mayor's office.  Rick and Karen will unlock before an event and come back and relock.  This will hopefully deter unofficial dumping.

TRUSTEES:   No meetings.
 OPEN COMMENT:

Resident Diane Baxter returned to the meeting regarding keeping her 2 female pigmy goats on her property on Davis Drive.  She asked the Board if she could keep until May 15th 2019.  She will have a place for them at that time.  Ms. Baxter was unhappy with the way the meeting went during the November meeting and wanted discussion from the Trustees only.  
Trustee Plock motioned to allow Ms. Baxter to keep her goats (with the stipulation that they be gone by May 15, 2019).  This was seconded by Trustee Poggioli.  Voting Aye: Trustees Plock, Poggioli, Detmer and Wagner. Voting Nay:  Trustee Newcomer; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

OLD BUSINESS:
Brad Plock checked on the availability of a Lock Box for the outside keys for the Fire Dept.
One is approximately $79 and $147 for 2 (Titan 2) - President Lamping will double check with Chief Shelton.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to spend up to $150 for a lock box or keys (depending on what President Lamping finds out from the Fire Chief) this was seconded by Trustee Wagner. Ayes -5; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion carried.
Discussion of the LR Comm land - the Board wants to hear directly from Mr. Palmer of what he has planned.  Trustee Newcomer motioned to table the vote on land from LR Comm to the January Meeting.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  All present voted Aye.
Trustee Plock motioned to pay Simler Plumbing and Heating $3,109.40 for the new furnace at the Sewer Plant.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent from the Meeting Trustee Wilcox. Motion Carried.
 
Trustee Wagner made a motion to order a new Soft Start motor for Well #3 for $3,000. This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent from the Meeting Trustee Wilcox.

Motion Carried.

Bob Borneman - acres - 1.34 acres - Borneman would like $18,000 - $20,000 
Negotiations will be on going.   This property is needed for our Waste Water Treatment Plant Project.
