Motion to approve backhoe repairs in the amount of $3,000 (Approximate) by Myers Repair (Forreston)
 by Trustee Shelton. This was seconded by Trustee Plock. Ayes - 5, Nays-0; Absent -1 (Trustee Wilcox). Motion Carried
EPA has scheduled an inspection for January 7, 2021 - Cameron McGill and Dan Janes have everything up to date for the EPA inspection.
A two (2) day notice is required for salt delivery from Glendenning.  None need at this time.

A question was raised regarding investing in a generator for the lift station on Davis Drive.  The need for a generator is not dire and would only benefit if there was a major power outage lasting several days.

One of the Christmas decorations (snowflake) is not lit up down town.  Cam will call an electrician to fix the problem. 
RVC:  
Karen Dietrich reported that there have not been any events since the Enduro that was held in November.  Approximately 250 were in attendance.  The food was provided by the Mt. Morris Moose.  The RVC will receive 10% of the food retail from the Moose.  
There will not be any meetings until January 2021- date & time to be determined.

President Lamping informed Ms. Dietrich that meetings need to be held at the RVC due to Open Meetings Act.

LR Historical Society (Museum)
     The furnace needs to be replaced - Arnie's Appliance Repair (German Valley) gave an estimate of $4,000 for a new furnace plus a 10 year warranty.  Trustee Plock suggested getting a second opinion from Ainley Heating and Air (Monroe Center).  Cameron will call Ainley on Tuesday the 15th.  There will be a straw poll taken between the two prices and the consent will be determined by email/phone.
Trustees - the Ordinance Committee - (Tim Morris, Cheryl Newcomer & Nicki Shelton) would like to amend Ordinance 2017-3 (the keeping of Poultry in the Village Limits).  The amendment would ban future poultry owners from raising poultry within the Village Limits. This will be made into a formal motion at the January 11, 2021 meeting.
Discussion Topics - 

Tim Morris would like to investigate the removal of multi-family dwellings on Main Street in the event that the property is put on the market.  

Makhan Gill's Gas & Food requested a 9:00am time slot to sell packaged alcoholic liquor.  

Trustee Newcomer motioned to allow the sale of packaged alcoholic liquor for Makhan Gill's Gas & Food (DBA Citgo) to the normal business hours in which the store is open.  Ayes - 5; Nays -0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox).  The clerk will notify them of the board's decision.
Brad Plock indicated that he believes there is a daily vehicle inspection for all maintenance equipment.  A checklist will be provided to the maintenance department (Cameron McGill & Steve Shelton).  President Lamping suggested trying this on a trial basis and doing the weekly instead of daily.

Resident D. J Blatter requested permission to park his Semi Tractor Trailer at his house (101 East Second Street).  After discussion, the board decided against the parking of the Semi on a residential street.
