 Trustee Shelton motioned to accept November meeting minutes as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.

Trustee Plock motioned to accept the November Claims/Bills as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Musso.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 (Groen) Motion Carried.

Trustee Shelton motioned to accept the November Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Musso.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

OPEN COMMENT:
Village classroom renter Tary Darywalt addressed the board regarding the impending decision to eliminate storage capability for the room she has rented.  She expressed concern about moving her items out in the winter months.  President Morris informed her that a notification would be mailed out in January 2022 and that the board would like to have the storage eliminated from the premises by April 30, 2022.

Renters Anthony and Michelle Peterson addressed the board.  Discussion of the eviction to his rented room.  Mr. Peterson had video surveillance from his room showing unidentified board members entering his room without prior notification to him.  Mr. Peterson also declared that illegal meetings had been held and that President Morris is not running the Village meetings properly.
