Regular Meeting Minutes

February 12, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President, Josh Lamping, Trustees:   Jackie Flick, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Shirley Poggioli, and Ben Wagner; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger, Absent from the Meeting Trustee Wilcox.
 Trustee Plock motioned to accept January minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Flick; Ayes -5;   Nays-0; absent - 1 (Wilcox) Motion Carried.
Trustee Wagner motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox) Motion Carried.

Trustee Flick motioned to accept the January Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox) Motion Carried.
OPEN COMMENT:

Linda Beck, Republican Candidate for Ogle County Treasurer, addressed the Board with her qualifications for the post and asked to cast a vote for her in the March 20th General Primary Election.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill

 Trustee Newcomer questioned about the process of cleaning up the snow piles.  She stated that Main Street needs attention after a snowfall.  Cameron will clean up the piles as fast as he can - he has water samples that are a priority to be taken and sent out first.  Cameron will move the snow to the back of the building where the tractor pulls are held.  Board doesn't want to dump snow by water tower due to the possibility of flooding on Main Street. Trustee Poggioli suggested that Cameron be instructed to plow after a 2 inch accumulation.  
There is a sink hole at 209 West Second Street, this happened after the house burned down.  Cameron will try and see if he can do anything to remedy this.

The Village has a water loss problem - there are some leaks that can account for some of it.  Cameron has been in contact with the operator from IL Rural Water to assess the leak problem,  once the snow is gone.

The heat seems to be working well; Trustee Newcomer is worried about a huge bill for heating.

Snow behind 102 Main - piled up so resident could not get into garage.  Trustee Poggioli contacted LR Telephone Co.  - it seems Pat O'Brien moved the pile. 

COMMITEES:   

RVC just had a meeting and the minutes haven't been typed up yet.  

There is still a lack of proper paper trail for the banking for the RVC - Tena Krueger received a 


call from Moring Disposal stating that the Garbage bill for the RVC was returned to Moring, 


because the P. O. Box had been closed.  Tena instructed Moring to send bill to the Village P.O.


 Box and then either she or Jan would deliver to the RVC.  Tena called Nicki Shelton to ask her to 


pay the Moring bill.  Nicki Shelton said she would pay it on the 9th of February.



The next RVC meeting is February 22nd at 6:00 pm. 


President Lamping cannot attend this meeting and since the meeting is at 6:00 pm, Trustee 


Newcomer cannot attend either.  Someone from the Village should try and attend the RVC 


meeting.


President Lamping informed the Board that the Village's salt supply is way down.  Glendenning 


doesn't have any, Cameron has a call into the County to see if we can get some (one dump truck 


load from there.

The Village received a letter from Resident Kim Cox regarding a leak at 104 Main Street (Lomax 

rental property).  The apartment has been vacant since April 2017 the leak was noticed at the 

end of January - the Bill was $634 - Ms. Cox requested that an adjustment be made to lower the 

bill. 

Trustee Wagner motioned to inform Ms. Cox that the Village has experienced water loss and 

that the full bill be paid by the Lomax estate - allowing 6 months to pay off and no penalties be 

placed during this time.  This was seconded by Trustee Newcomer.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 

(Wilcox) - Motion Carried.  The Village Clerk will notify Ms. Cox of the Board's decision and work 

out the terms with her.

 Old Business:

Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept Eligio Energy IL LLC as the Village energy supplier (6.63 


KW hours) 3 year contract.  (LR Township has already accepted). This was seconded by Trustee 

Plock.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Abstain- 1 (Wagner), Absent - 1 (Wilcox) - Motion Carried.


No info on LR Comm Agreement - 


The Village Clerk sent a letter was written to Skybeam (formerly T6) - a representative from the 


company called and spoke with the Village Clerk regarding the use of the water tower for their 


equipment.  Skybeam will send representatives out to assess the situation and closer to the new 


term (2020) a new agreement will be discussed.

Trustee Plock addressed garbage issues in the Village and President Lamping will call Moring to

 see how much Moring Supplied cans with lids (toters) would cost.
