 Trustee Plock motioned to accept January minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  Ayes -3;   Nays-0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox and Poggioli.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Detmer.   Ayes - 3; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote Trustee Wilcox and Poggioli.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Wagner motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report with one as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.   Ayes - 3; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox and Poggioli.  Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
Cameron McGill and Cheryl Newcomer met with Bill Murfree from Suez (Utility Service Co., Inc.)An inspection needs to be completed before Suez is able to set up an annual contract with the Village. (Suez is utilized by the Villages of Mt. Morris and Forreston) They want to drain and clean the inside of the tower.  The water supply will continue due to pressure valves that control the water supply to the residences.  
There is also a leak that can be fixed during the cleaning by Mechanical - Cameron will coordinate with Mechanical (Brian Ballad) to complete this task.

Trustee Wagner motioned to have Suez come and do the inspection on the Water Tower in order to facilitate an annual agreement.  This was quoted at $2,700.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.
Ayes - 3; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote:  Trustees Wilcox and Poggioli.

The salt supply is frozen - Cameron has been chipping away at it.  There is a lot of ice all around town and when it melts then refreezes it becomes hazardous.
The board instructed Cameron to call Wolber & Sons to have the bring chips for the alleys.

Trustee Plock asked if cinders had ever been utilized.

Brian Ballard from Mechanical quoted $1,000 to fix the leak at the water tower.

LR Comm - Aaron Palmer - has to be tabled until next month. (Due to Inclement weather).  The board may ask him to phone in at next month's meeting so the gifting of the land to the Village can be addressed.
