The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping, by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept January minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Green.

MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
Alpha Controls came and assessed the work that needs to be done for the boilers at the River Valley Complex.  The sensors are missing/wires cut.  Unsure how or why that damage occurred. Two (2) belts for the air handlers need to be replaced.  Cameron will follow up with Alpha on the process.

The Village Truck (2006 Ford Ranger) has a service engine light on.  The truck has 166,000 miles on it.  Cameron will take the truck to Stan's Performance (Mt. Morris) to see what is needed to fix.
Mississippi Valley Pump is doing an estimate on the grinder pump for the lift station pump on Davis Drive. An estimate will be available at the March 9th meeting.  Currently, Cameron has had to utilize Bowman Electric's boom truck to unplug the pump located on Davis Drive.

Cameron was asked if he had any difficulty with cars being moved off of Main Street when snow plowing.  Currently the parked cars are plowed around.  Cameron will ask Kielsmeier's, property owners of 510 Main Street to speak with their renters about moving their vehicles to the alley when plowing needs to be done.

Brad Plock, chair of the Streets and Alley Committee will have a meeting with committee members Robert Wilcox and James Green to discuss street repair options and have a recommendation for the budgeting of said repairs.

Trustee Morris motioned that the board adopt Ordinance 2020-02 (an amendment to Title 5, Chapter 2 Section 5-2-3 E)
