January 14, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 Trustee Wagner motioned to accept December minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes -5;   Nays-0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Detmer motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Poggioli.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Wagner motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report with one as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Wagner motioned to pay Alpha Controls, $10,000 for a new computer system - half of this should be paid by ComEd (thru a Grant).  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.

The new computer system will allow regulation - so the classrooms can be turned down and the Gym/Cafeteria and Office can be monitored more closely.  The new computer will be in the Clerk/Treasurer's office.
