Regular Meeting Minutes

Board of Trustees

January 13, 2020
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping, by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President Josh Lamping, Trustees:    James Green, Timothy Morris, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, and Nicki Shelton; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger.  Absent from the meeting:  Trustee Robert Wilcox
 Trustee Shelton motioned to accept December minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  
Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent for meeting- 1- Trustee Robert Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Green.  
 Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent for meeting Trustee Robert Wilcox. Motion Carried.
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report with corrected spelling (trees).  This was seconded by Trustee Green.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent for meeting Trustee Robert Wilcox. Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill

Resident Marie Norup (4 Main Street) had a higher than normal water usage.  Cameron found that the shut off valve was broken.  Cameron has contacted Tate Trenching Inc., to dig up so he can perform the maintenance on the valve.

The stage roof had a leak (caused by a sheet metal roofing nail).  Freeport Roofing found the leak and fixed.  Cameron will be able to fix any further leaks.  


There are still problems with the lift station on Davis Drive getting plugged up.  Cameron has asked for quotes from Core and Main on a grinder pump. They did not give him a quote in time for the January meeting.  Cameron will be contacting Mark Rust from Forreston to find out what their company their Village utilizes.


Cameron was asked about snowplowing problems/ease.  Snowplowing was completed in 3 hours - this is a record.


The stop sign at 208 Railroad Street is missing.  Cameron has been instructed to have a new sign put up.


Trustee Plock inquired if there was some problem reading the meter at his residence (210 E. Third St.). The meter is a vault meter and Cameron would need assistance to replace the meter.  Brad Plock offered to assist Cameron on the 14th. 
OPEN COMMENT:

Sisters - Sara Deganhardt and Jennie Williams from Rockford Paranormal addressed the board.  The asked if the Village would allow their group to set up and monitor for paranormal activity.  Trustee Shelton volunteered to be available for this activity.  This could lead to a possible fund raising opportunity with tours.

The board agreed to have Rockford Paranormal set up cameras etc.
COMMITTEES:
RVC:   Karen Dietrich, RVC President, addressed the board.

 The RVC committee wants to utilize the Concession stand for the LR Summer Daze Festival for their beer garden.  Angie Bowman (Boy Scouts of America) addressed the RVC at their last meeting.  Ms. Bowman stated that if the BSA were not allowed access to the concession stand as in the past, then they would no longer be at the tractor pulls or help with any projects.  After some discussion (pros/cons) the President and Board members decided the Concession Stand should be able to be used by the RVC Committee.  Karen Dietrich will notify Ms. Bowman and the BSA of the decision.

OLD BUSINESS:  


Trustee Plock contacted Representative Andrew Chesney about the proposed Capitol Bill.  Rep. Chesney informed Mr. Plock that the bill would not yield any funding for the Village (all funding was sent to the city of Chicago for Railroad Tracks.

Discussion of Alley between Third and Fourth Streets PIN:  03-36-176-010.  The alley was to have been vacated by the Village over 30 years ago.  No formal vacation had been completed by the Village.  The Village Attorney, Rob LeSage informed President Lamping that the FOIA request had been completed and the requestor was vague on why a formal vacation needs to be established, since there were fences and parts of buildings over the line of the alley division.  The board then decided that a meeting needed to be held with the affected property owners and the Village Attorney to answer questions and see if the Village can be eliminated from further discussion.  Clerk Tena Krueger will contact Attorney LeSage regarding the possibility of the meeting with the land owners to be held on the 10th of February before the regular meeting.  

Resident Vinde Wells (411 Garfield) asked President Lamping if the Village could reimburse $125 for trimming of a tree that was on Village owned property. Trustee Plock motioned to pay $125 to Vinde Wells.  This was seconded by Trustee Shelton.  Ayes - 3 (Plock, Shelton & Green); Nays -2 (Newcomer and Morris).  Motion Carried 
The treasurer was instructed to cut a check and mail to Ms. Wells.


Trustee Shelton motioned to adopt Ordinance 2020-01 (Ordinance amending section 5-5-2 of the Leaf River Code (Restrictions on Personal Use of Cannabis).  This was seconded by Trustee Plock. Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox). Motion Carried.

Comments:


Both Josh Lamping and Cheryl Newcomer have been questioned about ATV stickers.  The riders are supposed to use snowmobile trails.  The influx of side by side and larger Gator type vehicles have the riders wanting to ride on all Village Streets.  This will be discussed at the February 10th meeting.
