MAINTENANCE REPORT: Cameron McGill
Rise Broadband contacted Cameron and requested he put salt on the water tower to help remove the ice build-up.  Rise will be performing an upgrade to their equipment. Cam reported that he didn’t want to salt the water tower, because of the damage it could cause to the paint.  Rise will come to do the upgrade in the spring.
