July 9, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President, Josh Lamping, Trustees: Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Shirley Poggioli and Robert Wilcox; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger. Absent from the meeting were Trustees Jackie Flick and Ben Wagner.
 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept June minutes with one correction.   This was seconded by Trustee Wilcox; Ayes -4;   Nays-0; absent for the vote Trustees Flick and Wagner.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Wilcox motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote Trustees Flick and Wagner. Motion Carried.

Trustee Plock motioned to accept the June Treasurer's Report with one as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wilcox.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustees Flick and Wagner. Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
A new chlorine pump is needed at well #3 - not functioning. A new one will cost $460.00

Trustee Poggioli motioned to purchase the Chlorine pump for $460.00.  This was seconded by Trustee Wilcox.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustees Flick and Wagner. Motion Carried.
There has been a lot of trouble with the Jacobsen mower - the Trustees decided to have Cameron look into getting a new mower / possibly a small tractor with a pull behind mower.  The Committee for this is Cameron McGill, Steve Shelton and Josh Lamping.

A list of stumps to be removed was given to Cameron by Trustee Newcomer.

Trustee Newcomer also asked to have the tall weeds on Blaine (off of W. Second St.) be cut down.
OPEN COMMENT
Tim Mazurkiewicz from A+ Restoration addressed the Board regarding possible hail damage to the A/C units on the gymnasium roof.  A+ Restoration specializes in getting results for customers and dealing with insurance claims.  Mr. Mazurkiewicz had pictures of the damage and requested permission from the board to see if there would be a possibility to file a claim and repair the damage.  There is standing water on the roof, since there is nowhere for the water to run on the flat roof.  A+ deals with their own contractors to complete the job. A+ handles everything from start to finish.  
The Board of Trustees agreed to have Mr. Mazurkiewicz go forward with determining if there is a viable claim.

FiBBer's Bar & Grill owner, Loren Wilken, addressed the Board.  There will be a car show on July 17th from 5pm to 8pm.  Mr. Wilken requested permission to block off Main Street during those hours.

Permission granted and a work order completed for Cameron to block off the streets on the 17th.

The water usage charge will increase by 2% in August (as per amended ordinance from August 2016) The new water rate will be increased $0.78 - ($39.78 for the 1st 3,000 gallons).

Tena Krueger spoke with the Village Attorney regarding - nuisance properties.  Atty. LeSage suggested, the Village President go and speak to the property owners regarding dilapidated houses and old cars etc. being stored on premises.  Josh Lamping agreed this will be the first step. If this doesn't work - more drastic steps will be taken.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept Jackie Flick's resignation.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.

Trustee Poggioli motioned to spend between $50 -$75 for purchase a potted plant for Jackie for her many years of service in the community. This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  All voted Aye. - Wagner absent for the vote.
