 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept June meeting minutes as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Green.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent for vote - Trustees Gittleson and Plock.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Green motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Groen.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent for vote - Trustees Gittleson and Plock - Motion Carried.

Research will be done regarding holding Bingo at the RVC and Dietrich is checking with Nick Zellers to see if he is willing to do a bags tournament to raise money.

LR Historical Society (Museum) -  There will be a follow-up sale at the Old Fire Station August 23 - 25th.
(there will be a "fill a bag for $5" on Sunday the 25th. The Museum will be open on July 18th.
Trustees:   

President Morris and Trustee Green investigated putting a new roof on the Ag Shop.  The cost for this was over $150,000.  Discussion regarding razing the building and erecting a pole barn - a kit can be purchased from Menards for $33,000. There will be more research regarding this topic as to whether the demolition being done by Trustees or hiring out.  There will be  further discussion at the August 9th meeting. 
Discussion topic:

New resident at 306 Main Street has been parking his Semi Tractor  in front of his house.  Trustees are concerned that it could cause some accidents if any vehicle is parked in front of 305 Main Street.  President Morris will speak with the owner.
Resident Dan Boebel, 601 Garfield Street, would like to know if he can be reimbursed for a new sidewalk he plans on laying.

After some discussion, President Morris will contact Mr. Boebel and tell him that he can do the sidewalk and the Village will reimburse for the Village's portion.  
New Business:  
Discussion regarding paying off the Roof Loan at Solutions Bank (Formerly Forreston State Bank) by utilizing the funds from the CD that was used as collateral.  Trustee Shelton motioned to utilize the money from the CD to pay off the Roof loan($25,000- approx) and place the remainder of the money from the CD in a money market account at Solutions Bank.  Jan Myers and Tena Krueger will handle this transition.  Village President Timothy Morris will sign the money market account at Solutions Bank (Forreston, IL).This was seconded by Trustee Green. Ayes - 4, Nays - 0; Absent for the vote Trustees Gittleson and Plock.  Motion Carried.

Board discussion - cleaning up the downtown area respectively 111 and 115 Main Streets, 13 Main and 401 Garfield.   (abandoned buildings and morale and decency violations to the citizens of Leaf River.
Trustee Shelton suggested investigating buying the property at 401 Garfield as a "Hope House" type of dwelling - a shelter of sorts for women and children in need.
