Regular Meeting Minutes

Board of Trustees

June 10, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping, by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President Josh Lamping, Trustees: Timothy Morris, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock,   and Robert Wilcox, Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger.  Absent from the meeting:  Trustees James Green and Ben Wagner.
 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept May minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Morris.  Ayes -4;   Nays-0 - Absent for the Vote:  Trustees Green and Wagner.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the Claims/Bills with correction of a double entry being removed.   This was seconded by Wilcox.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0 - Absent for the Vote:  Trustees Green and Wagner.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Wilcox motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Newcomer.   Ayes - 4; Nays - 0 - Absent for the vote:  Trustees Green and Wagner.  Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
*Eight (8) loads of Gravel were purchased from Rock Cut Quarries to fill in the damaged road on North Main Street before the Bridge.  The road had separated from the pavement and there was a huge crack/crevice in the front of 9 Main Street.   
*Brian Ballard from Mechanical is coming on June 11th to repair the air conditioning unit in the Cafeteria of the River Valley Complex.
*A new Water Pump was purchased from Menard's in the amount of $622.91 by Josh Lamping.  The current pump was not working properly.  Cameron will repair the old pump and keep it as a backup pump.
*Willett Hoffman has done some of the surveying.  The Hydraulic Survey will have to wait until Pond road is passable again.
Tsarpalas Enterprises, Inc. along with Environmental Testing & Consulting, Inc. will remove the fuel tank that is no longer active at the WWTP (Sewer Plant) on 6/13/19.  

OPEN COMMENT:

Village Resident Marcy Hutmacher addressed the Board of Trustees regarding the flooding of her property and gravel that ends up in her yard. Ms. Hutmacher could not see the need for new gravel when, as she saw it, the Village should wait for the current gravel to dry and re-use it.   President Lamping asked Ms. Hutmacher "What do you suggest we do?"
Ms. Hutmacher wants the Village to dig a trench in her yard and put up fencing around the Sewer Plant to collect any possible garbage that floods over into her yard during heavy rains.

Village Response:  the gravel needed to be purchased to fix the separation (crack/crevice) at 9 Main St.  (Ms. Hutmacher's home).  Ms. Hutmacher complained during the last flood that her yard was being torn up and believes this can be avoided.  Cameron tried to appease Ms. Hutmacher during the 1st and 2nd floods - she just became angry and said he was tearing up her yard.  The Board told Ms. Hutmacher that if she wanted a trench in her yard she would have to pay for it since it is private property.  President Lamping will talk with the Village Engineer to see if there is any reasonable solution.  Ms. Hutmacher's home at 9 Main Street is in the Flood Plain.
Resident Steve Hartje addressed the Board regarding having a no pay on one of his units that is vacant.  He is planning on remodeling and the unit will not be occupied.  Mr. Hartje had come to the Village Office to ask if he could pay for 1 unit only.  Clerk Tena Krueger informed Mr. Hartje, that according to our Code Book of Ordinances, property owners are responsible for the usage of a minimum basic fee, even when vacant.  Mr. Hartje did not like the answer he received which is why he attended the meeting.   Mr. Hartje also stated that he never received a written notice in 2003 regarding the double vs. single connection - plus payment of basic charge.  The Board will investigation as to what the Village's options are.  No action will be taken until this situation is discussed further.
Chief Warden, Kevin Christensen, Ogle County Animal Control, addressed the board regarding Resident Joe Coy (on Agenda did not attend).  A nuisance letter was written to Mr. Coy on May 14, 2019 by the Ordinance Chair, Tim Morris.  Mr. Coy's dogs bark incessantly and it has been witnessed that Mr. Coy mistreats his dogs as well.  Warden Christensen stated that the County can take over the abatement of barking dogs, but a time-stamped video/picture would be needed in order to prove nuisance actions by Mr. Coy.  Mr. Coy's dogs bark all day and neighbor, Todd Lewis, attested to the barking and the mistreatment of the dogs.  
The Board instructed Clerk to send another letter notifying Mr. Coy that Ogle County Animal Control will be handling the matter.

RVC 
Karen Dietrich, RVC President reported that the next RVC Meeting will be held on Thursday, June 20th at 6:30pm.
The Beer Garden went without any reported problems.  The Committee is still waiting on some Sponsor money, before they are able to tell how much money was made.

The Committee would like to have the Bags Tournament be in conjunction with the Beer Garden - a larger space may be needed.  

The Committee would also like to organize a Community Clean up day for the RVC.  

The Committee is looking into having a Flea Market in the future or maybe during LR Summer Daze Festival.

OLD BUSINESS:  
The Entrance Signs that had been commissioned 2 months ago have still not been completed.  Trustee Plock found - Mel's Custom Graphics (Mt. Morris) to commission the entrance signs.  The two (2) options were: 
Option 1 - $395.50 per sign - Total of $791 and Option 2 - $426.00 per sign - Total of $852 (2 signs replacing the old ones at the entrance to town on the North and South Entrances). 

Trustee Morris motioned to purchase Option 2 ($852 - 2 signs).  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Absent for vote:  James Green and Ben Wagner. Motion Carried

From last month:  IPMG (Village Insurance Carrier) will pay up to $1,000 on the damage to the furniture in his garage from the melting snow this past winter.

NEW BUSINESS:

Trustee Newcomer motioned to Adopt Ordinance 2019 -1 "Ordinance Adopting Expense Reimbursement Policy". This was seconded by Trustee Morris. Ayes - 4; Nays-0; Absent for the vote:  James Green and Ben Wagner. Motion Carried.

Trustee Wilcox motioned to have Clarke Environmental Control spray for Mosquitoes.  Cost:  $1,206.50 per treatment (4 treatments).  Seconding the motion was Trustee Plock.  Ayes:  Robert Wilcox and Bradley Plock, Nays - Cheryl Newcomer and Timothy Morris.  President Josh Lamping broke the tie by voting Aye. Motion carried.
Trustee Newcomer motioned to Adopt Ordinance 2019-2 "An Ordinance Authorizing the Purchase of Real Estate Property Commonly known as a 1.34 acre portion of PIN #03-36-126-001, Ogle County, Illinois".  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Absent for vote: James Green and Ben Wagner. Motion Carried.

The water committee will meet to discuss the ordinance concerning the Multiple Family Dwelling with Single meters.
