MAINTENANCE REPORT: Cameron McGill

The Village is out of Cold Patch - it is our turn to purchase (we take turns with the Township). Cameron will order.

Cameron fixed the weed sprayer and will buy more spray.

The sewer line at Mike Book's rental house located at 308 E Third St. was plugged and Cameron had to dig a ditch to find the cause.  Mick Tate was called to help.  Josh Lamping suggested a barricade be placed in ditch to keep from any accidents (falling into ditch) from happening.
The new sim card for the computer at the water tower has not been installed as of yet.

Cheryl Newcomer announced that Climbin' Tough Tree Cutting Service will be coming the upcoming weekend.

There is still a problem of roots/stumps on the sidewalk at Stukenburg's, located at 305 Main St. These have to be dealt with before the sidewalk can be fully repaired.  
Cheryl Newcomer would like a new sidewalk to be poured at Luther Groen's house located at 207 E 2nd St.   Mr. Groen said he would be happy to assist Cameron with the sidewalk.
Tim Morris reported that the sidewalk in front of Lisle Harris' located at 301 Blain St. is crumbling and needs to be replaced.  Josh Lamping will look the sidewalk after the meeting to decide what to instruct Maintenance to repair.

COMMITTEES:
LEAF RIVER SUMMER DAZE:   There will not be a Tractor Pull in September 2020.
Museum - Tim Morris, Historical Society President, requested that the water service resume.  They will have a meeting on Thursday, June 11, 2020 at the Museum.
Trustees - Finance Committee and President Lamping met to do performance reviews for Village Employees, Tena Krueger, Janice Myers, Steve Shelton and Cameron McGill.
Ordinances - President Lamping asked the Board to consider giving a break on the Liquor License Fee for Rumors and FiBBer's since the two (2) establishments were forced to either close or curb-side for food due to the Covid-19 restrictions. 
Trustee Plock motioned to decrease the Liquor License fee from $1,000 to $750 - this is a one -time only billing.

The purchase of the grinder pump from Mississippi Valley Pump for $11,975.00 for Davis Drive is tabled until the July meeting.  The quote did not have a definite cost for shipping and installation.
