March 11, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping, by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President Josh Lamping, Trustees:  Paul Detmer, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Shirley Poggioli and Ben Wagner, Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger. Absent from the meeting:  Trustee Bob Wilcox.
 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept February minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes -5;   Nays-0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Detmer motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent for the Vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report with one as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
OPEN COMMENT

Aaron Palmer from LRCOMM/LR Telephone Co. addressed the Village Board regarding the parcel of land LRCOMM would like to gift to the Village. 

The property is basically a ditch.


There are two residents interested in purchasing the property adjacent to the ditch. 
(Tryggesstad and Green's)


There is currently no easement for this property.

LR COMM and the interested property owners will handle the surveying of the property.
Trustee Wagner motioned to accept the gift of the ditch property as long as all of the easements are handled prior to the donation. This was seconded by Trustee Poggioli.  Voting Aye:  Wagner, Poggioli, Detmer and Newcomer.  Nays - 0; Abstaining from vote:  Trustee Plock.  Absent for the vote Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

Mr. Palmer will notify his attorney and proceed with the proper easement wording.

Mr. Bill Tillou from Freeport Health Club addressed the Board regarding implementing Fitness Program for the Village of Leaf River utilizing the donated equipment in room #103. He is doing this for Continuing Education Credits.  Mr. Tillou assessed the equipment in room #103.  There needs to be some repair work - he is going to have his trainers come and help get items in working order.  He plans on meeting with prospective clients on use of equipment.  He plans to begin this program in May 2019.
The Village Trustees will work out the details of supervision etc.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
The recent cold snap made the leak worse at the Water Tower.  The leak took out the recently installed new equipment.  Mike Bowman (Bowman Electric) will be replacing the damaged items.  Bowman had not contacted Cameron about the new equipment.  It is possible that a new one may have to be made.

There was a new brass nipple with a brass shutoff installed.

Trustee Newcomer will call Bill Murfree from Suez to see if he would be coming the week of the 25th for the Water Tower work. 
Resident Joe Coy fell and possibly broke his wrist, while putting his water payment in the payment slot.

COMMITTEES:

 RVC & LR Daze:  The committee would like to have a Beer Garden during the Tractor Pull from 10 am to 7 pm during the Leaf River Daze festival. The Beer Garden will be located in the grassy area by the baseball diamond near the Bertolet Memorial Library.RVC Member Kathy Wickler had a representative from the Byron Chamber attend the RVC meeting.  Information was given as to what would be needed for the Beer Garden.  Karen Dietrich spoke with Dan Miller owner of Rumors.  Mr. Miller has offered to help with the Dram Shop and ordering of beer. 
Trustee Wagner motioned to allow the Beer Garden during Leaf River Daze Festival on Saturday June 1, 2019 from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1(Wilcox) - Motion Carried.

There was a leak in the cafeteria - Josh Lamping will contact Freeport Industrial Roofing.

Trustee Plock motioned to have port a pots and dumpsters delivered for LR Daze celebration.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner. Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox) Motion Carried
Josh Lamping will handle ordering the Port a Pots, Tena Krueger will order the dumpsters.

Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Parade Resolution 2019 - R1.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  Ayes - 5; Nays-0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox). Motion Carried.  The clerk will scan and send said document to Laura Werner from the LR Daze Committee.
The Board members decided to have the Port - a Pot from the Baseball Diamond (no games played in Leaf River) removed and have a handicapped Port a Pot delivered to the Historical Society for the summer months in its stead.

Mr. Matt Gross from Christian Radio Station "The Lighthouse" 88.3 out of Rockford addressed the board regarding announcing LR Daze on the radio station between 9 and noon on Saturday the First.  Mr. Gross was set up at the Mini Mart (CITGO) last year per a request from a private party.  He was invited to attend the LR Daze meeting on the 18th.  He will attend the meeting.

Museum - no report

Trustee Newcomer motioned to utilize $15,000 from our Sewer Sur Charge account to purchase 1.34 Acres from Parcel Number 03-36-126-001 and.38 acres from Parcel Number 03-36-126-002 from Robert Borneman (Owner).  This property is needed for our Waste Water Treatment Plant Rebuild.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner. Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 (Wilcox). The Clerk will contact Corey Buck (Willett, Hoffman & Assoc.) and Village Attorney Rob LeSage regarding the next step in the process.
Josh Lamping had visitors on Saturday for his "Coffee with the Mayor". Resident Rick Rucker inquired about the owner of the Alley between 3rd Street and 4th Streets.  There is a fence build inside the alley that next to a garage that is inside the alley that Mr. Rucker would like removed.  The Clerk informed the Board that a FOIA request had been presented to her from Attorneys office of Foster, Buick, Conklin & Lundgren, LLC for another Resident that would like any information we have on said alley Ogle County PIN #03-36-176-010.  The Clerk did research regarding the PIN and found that said alley was to have been vacated in 1983, but had not been officially vacated. The Clerk stated also that in reading the minutes from 20 to 30 years ago - no actual mention of the Ogle County PIN number was in the documents.  The Clerk also contacted the Village Attorney, Rob LeSage for instruction on proper presentation of said documents.  There will more than likely be more discussion on this alley at future Board Meetings.
Resident Jim Campbell of the Bertolet Foundation requested the parking blocks located in front of the Bertolet Building on Second Street be removed in the spring.  The ice and snow build up has caused standing water that freezes and is a hazard for the entrance into the Bertolet Building. Josh Lamping spoke with Cameron McGill about the removal and Cameron said he has a way to remove them. Trustee Wagner also said he has an implement that will help with the removal of said blocks.
Annual Clean up days will be May 17th - from 8am to 5:00pm and May 18th from 8:00am to 1:00pm.

Resident Dave Link asked about striping Main Street in front of Village Office/River Valley Complex.  Josh has been in touch with Dan Janes from Ogle County to have the parking returned to parallel parking and then striping the street.  This should handle the close quarters for cars meeting on the street while cars are parked on both sides.

Trustee Poggioli motioned to go into closed session to discuss Employee #1000 at 8:21 pm. This was seconded by Trustee Plock. All voted Aye.

Trustee Poggioli motioned to resume the open meeting at 8:44 pm.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  All Voted Aye.

Trustee Wagner motioned to increase Employee #1000 wage by $2.50.  Going from $17.50/Hour to $20.00/Hour.  Seconding the motion was Trustee Plock.  This will go into effect with the new fiscal year- May 1, 2019.  Ayes: Trustees: Wagner, Plock and Detmer.  Nays:  Trustees Newcomer and Poggioli.  Absent - Trustee Wilcox. Motion Carried.
