Regular Meeting Minutes

May 13, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping, by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
Trustees James Green, Timothy Morris and Bradley Plock were sworn into their offices of Village Trustee by Clerk, Tena Krueger.
 In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President Josh Lamping, Trustees: James Green, Timothy Morris, Cheryl Newcomer, Brad Plock, Ben Wagner and Robert Wilcox (arrival 7:06), Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger.  
 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept April minutes as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  Ayes -5;   Nays-0 - Absent for the Vote:  Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0 - Absent for the Vote:  Trustee Wilcox.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0 - Absent for the vote:  Trustee Wilcox. Motion Carried.
MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
- There is an underground storage tank at the Sewer Plant that needs to be removed.  Cameron was initially given a quote of $4,000...00 (approximate).  More information was received prior to the meeting.  This will be voted on later in the meeting.

-Cameron spoke with RE Wolber and Sons regarding possible blacktopping for the Village.  Cameron was informed that Wolber does seal coating only.  Cameron has left a message with King Blacktop (Byron) to see if he can come and cut out the bad parts then perhaps Cameron can work on the pot hole repairs.
-A question was raised if the streets would be swept prior to L R Daze.  Jeremy Lower and James Green have the ability to rent the sweepers from their places of employment.  James will get together with Cameron to see about the sweeper price and delivery prior to May 31st. (1ST day of LR Daze Festival).

Suez will be at the Water Tower on May 14th to complete the washout of the water tower.
-Dena Carter spoke to Brad Plock regarding the clogged drain at the location of her Barber Shop, 122 Main Street.  The drain seems to be plugged - Brad Plock attempted to clean out, but the drain is not draining properly.  Josh Lamping suggested that perhaps the Fire Department could flush the drain.  

OPEN COMMENT:

Representatives from the Bertolet Memorial Library, Linda Schreiber and Larry Wagner, were present to address the board regarding the damages incurred by flooding in the alley adjacent to the Bertolet Memorial Annex (Garage on said property).  Mr. Wagner, as spokesman for the Bertolet Memorial Library Board, explained that the garage located on this property was flooded this past winter and that there was a lot of damage to some antique cabinets that were stored in said garage.  Mr. Wagner was not satisfied with the answer given him by the Village's Insurance Carrier (Matt Ripplinger- Broadmoor Ins. Agcy.), this being that there is no coverage for acts of "God".   The Bertolet Memorial Library would like to find an acceptable remedy for the flooding, to keep the damage from occurring again.  Mr. Wagner lives in the apartment on this property and stated that he had approached the Board in 2013 and that nothing was done.  Solutions:  Josh Lamping spoke with Cory Buck (Village Engineer - Willett, Hoffmann & Assoc).  Mr. Buck's suggestion is to have RE Wolber do some filling in of the alley.  Mr. Wagner also suggested that when there is a huge snowfall that the snow not be piled where it was this last year.  Josh Lamping will have some answers after he speaks again with Mr. Buck and at that time the Bertolet Memorial Library will be notified of solutions.
RVC and LR Daze Committees
Karen Dietrich from the RVC Committee and LR Daze Committee
     The Beer Garden for LR Daze is set for Saturday the 1st from 10:00am to 10:00pm and will be located in the grassy area between the RVC and The Bertolet Memorial Library.  This space will be shared with the Antique Tractor Display.  The RVC will run the bag tournament, the bag toss supplies will be provided by the LR Lion's Club.  
      It was reported that the LR Fire Department did not clean up very well after the bus accident simulation on May 6th.  

   Museum:  Historical Society President, Tim Morris, suggested the Handicapped Port-a-Pot be removed after the LR Daze Festival.  There is really no need for this location to have the facility located there all summer. It has been reported that local children have tried to knock it over and there is a fear that someone might get hurt.  The Black top is separating from the foundation at the Museum.

OLD BUSINESS:  
 Tabled from last month's meeting:  Repair the Fire Suppression System in the RVC Kitchen...
Trustee Wilcox motioned to have Cintas update the Fire Suppression System with the price quote of $4,771.54.  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.  Ayes - 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

 The updating of the exit lighting will be tabled for the time being.  The board will revisit next year (2020)
The new signs for the Entrance into Leaf River have yet to arrive; President Lamping has yet to receive a definitive answer from the contractor.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept the 2019-2020 Budget with additions received after last Budget Meeting.  This was seconded by Trustee Morris.  Ayes- 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the 2019-2020 Tax Levy with the corrections - typographical errors (the Village can increase property taxes up to 5% without having to have the Levy on a Ballot).  This was seconded by Trustee Wagner.

Ayes-6; Nays-0; Motion Carried.

There is an underground fuel tank located at the WWTP (Sewer Plant).  This tank has not been used since the flooding of 2010. Steve Tsarpalas (Tsarpalas Enterprises and Thomas Lentzen (Environmental Testing & Consulting, Inc.) gave an estimated cost of removal.  The Office of the Illinois State Fire Marshal needs to be included in the removal.  

Tsarpalas quote:  $6,000.00 for the removal of the tank.

State Fire Marshal cost:  $600.00 fee to have the existing tank registered prior to removal - and testing for contamination of any residual fuel in the tank.

Environmental Testing & Consulting cost:  $1,425.00 ($90/hr if the removal takes more than one day)
Trustee Wagner motioned to proceed with the tank removal using the prices quoted.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes - 6; Nays-0; Motion Carried.  

Since the Village has been using some of the money in the Sewer Sur Charge Savings account to pay for the WWTP update, an increase of $1.00 was suggested by Cheryl Newcomer (Chair of the Water/Sewer Committee).  This should help replenish the Sewer Sur Charge account.
Trustee Wagner motioned to increase the Sewer Sur Charge from $5.00 to $6.00 effective with the June 2019 Billing.

This was seconded by Trustee Newcomer.  Ayes - 6; Nays -0; Motion Carried.

Trustee Plock discussed purchasing a different Pickup Truck.  Discussion with pros and cons of purchasing new or used.
After considerable discussion, the Trustees decided to table the talk of a different truck until September.  The majority of the Trustees did not think a purchase such as this would feasible or justified.

Trustee Morris (Ordinance - Chair) inquired about the updating of the Code Books - does the Village have to utilize Sterling Codifiers?  The Clerk will check with the Village Attorney to establish if there were any legal ramifications to using a codifier.

Trustee Morris also inquired about nuisance letters.  Trustee Morris and the Clerk will communicate this week to have letters sent to the offenders.  President Lamping asked that if a letter was sent to notify him.  He will receive the calls.
Also, to treat each incident equally - letters shouldn't be sent to one resident and not another that may be a similar nuisance.  
Meeting adjourned at   9:00 pm.
