Regular Meeting Minutes

November 11, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Josh Lamping, by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
In attendance at the Meeting:  Village President Josh Lamping, Trustees:  James Green, Timothy Morris, Cheryl Newcomer and Brad Plock; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger.  Absent from the meeting:  Trustee Robert Wilcox.
President Lamping addressed the Board Members.  He stressed the importance of everyone having a voice, not talking on top of each other and interrupting the speaker.  He asked that all realize the meeting is to be run by the Village President.  The statement was to encourage a more professional meeting.

 Trustee Newcomer motioned to accept October as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Morris.

Trustee Plock motioned to accept the Claims/Bills as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Green.

MAINTENANCE REPORT - Cameron McGill
New electrical wires were laid for Well House at 603 Main St.  Cameron paid Mike Schnulle (former employee) to help dig the trench. 
Work completed on Dump Truck to ready it for the Winter Season.  Hinges replaced on the salt spreader.  Cameron will call and order more salt for the winter season.

Cameron was questioned about locates - Josh Lamping has the new locator and will train on it and then train Cameron.
A locate determined that there were no underground tanks at Guy La Combe's property at 402 E. Third St.

Cameron was instructed to call Peabody to have the new lawn mower checked out prior to storing for winter.

The mower is to be stored at the maintenance building by the Sewer Plant and be covered.

RVC - Karen Dietrich attended the meeting to give an update on activities for the Gym and Cafeteria.

Enduro was cancelled again this year due to the wet fields.  Karen will check with the Enduro committee regarding a possible Spring Enduro for 2020. 

Activities are family parties for the cafeteria and there are 2 baseball teams renting the gym.

President Lamping asked Ms. Dietrich if the RVC would be able to help with the heating costs of the building this year.  This subject will be discussed at the next meeting that will be held in December.

OPEN COMMENT:
Three Village Residents attended the Village Board Meeting to vie for the open Trustee position with the resignation of Trustee Ben Wagner.

***all prospects were asked what they would do to improve the Village and the funding for them.

Todd Lewis - life-long resident; would like streets and sidewalks be better maintained.  Mr. Lewis is of the opinion that there needs to be fresh blood on the Village Board.

Paul Detmer - held an appointed office as Trustee.  Mr. Detmer reminded the board that when he is given a task he works at it until it is completed - stating his implementation of the upgrade of the heating system at the RVC.

Mr. Detmer would also like to find an "Attraction" that would drive tourism into the Village.  

Nicki Shelton - life-long resident, has knowledge of the Village, stating that her husband Steve Shelton had been on the Village Board in the past and that she could utilize his knowledge.  Ms. Shelton would like to put a Satellite School on the north end of the River Valley Complex - she believes the building is underutilized as storage units.  She would like to make this a priority.
After discussion amongst the Village President and Board of Trustees, the Board chose Nicki Shelton with a 3 to 1 vote.

Ms. Shelton will be sworn in at the December 9, 2019 meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:  
 
Removal of dead tree at 205 W. Fifth Street - President Lamping asked if the Trustees were willing to pay up to $1,000 for the removal - the remainder will be paid by the property owner, Matt Merrill.  The Tree is to be removed by Judd Miller (Climbin' Tough Tree Removal - Mt. Morris) - quoted price for taking the tree down and removal is $2,200.  Jan Myers, next door neighbor, 207 W. Fifth Street will pay $100 toward the removal.  Trustees voting aye - Tim Morris, James Green, Brad Plock and Cheryl Newcomer.  Robert Wilcox absent.
Trustee Plock has information on feral cat spaying/neutering from Tails' Humane Society.

NEW BUSINESS:
Trustee Newcomer motioned to adopt Ordinance 2019-4, authorizing the Village to purchase certain real estate property in the Village of Leaf River, in connection with the Village' s wastewater treatment project, said real estate property being commonly known as 1.34 acre portion of PIN #03-36-126-001 (Borneman).  This was seconded by Trustee Plock.  Ayes - 4; Nays-0; Absent - Trustee Wilcox. Motion carried.
The Leaf River Memorial Library Board requested the Village Boards approval to put in a culvert on their property located on Fourth Street (Physical address 406-408 Main Street - Bertolet Annex).  Permission given to have Bertolet Memorial Library Trustees put the culvert in and said culvert will be maintained by the Bertolet Memorial Library.

Trustee Plock motioned to adopt Ordinance 2019-5 amending the Leaf River Village Code by the Addition of New Title 3, Chapter 9, Prohibiting Cannabis Business Establishments.  This was seconded by Trustee Green.  Voting Aye:  Trustees Plock, Green and Morris.  Voting Nay - Trustee Newcomer, absent from meeting - Trustee Wilcox.  Motion carried.
Trustee Newcomer motioned to adopt Ordinance 2019-6 amending the Leaf River Village Code for the Regulation of Recreational Cannabis.  This was seconded by Trustee Morris.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; absent from meeting Trustee Wilcox.

Motion carried.
