OPEN COMMENT:
 Mr. Mike Mudge from Rock River Energy addressed the board regarding the cost saving program for energy suppliers "Electric municipal aggregation program" our current term expires April 2021.  The Village together with the Leaf River Township have this electrical program as long as a competitive price for an extended time.  The resolution will give Rock River Energy the power to receive bids from suppliers and find the most competitive rate for our energy supplier.  
Trustee Brad Plock motioned to approve Resolution 2020-R-2 - renewal of electric municipal aggregation.  This will expire in April 2024.  Trustee Morris seconded the motion.  Ayes - 4; Nays - 0; Absent - Trustee Wilcox and President Lamping. Motion Carried.
