The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Tim Morris by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
In attendance at the Meeting:  President, Timothy C. Morris, Trustees:  James Green, Dea Groen, Michael Musso, Bradley Plock and Nicki Shelton; Treasurer Jan Myers and Clerk Tena Krueger.    (Trustee Jordin Gittleson resigned on 11/2/2021 - moved out of town)
 Trustee Shelton motioned to accept October meeting minutes as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Plock. 
 Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.
Trustee Groen motioned to accept the October Claims/Bills as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Plock.   Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

Trustee Green motioned to accept the October Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Shelton. Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

OPEN COMMENT:

Anthony and Shelly Peterson addressed the board regarding alleged unauthorized entrance into his room rental # 207 in the north end lower level of the Complex.  Mr. Peterson was notified on Thursday, November 4, 2021 that he was in violation of his room use agreement and would have to remove his property from room 207.

President Morris gave Mr. Peterson two (2) minutes to plead his case.  At the end of the two (2) minutes, Trustee Shelton answered Mr. Peterson's question regarding unauthorized entrance of his room.  Trustee Shelton explained that there had been a fire alarm on the previous week and all of the rooms had to be double checked for smoke/fire.  Mr. Peterson had some paperwork from the State Fire Marshal's office from 2015.  Mr. Peterson had exceeded his time limit and President Morris informed Mr. Peterson that an eviction letter would be mailed to him and that he would have 30 days from the receipt of the letter to remove his property and return any keys he had for the building.  President Morris also informed Mr. Peterson that whatever rent he had prepaid would be refunded to him.
