Mr. Ciesiel explained that the Engineers have come up with a design to widen the bridge and also raise it up.  There will be some removal of piers that will be replaced with concrete.  This should help during heavy rains etc. with the areas that are at a high potential for flooding.  The permit is expected to approve in early 2023.  The construction would be done over the summer months and at that time the Main Street/North Leaf River Road will be closed and detours set up. Mr. Ciesiel will keep the Village apprised as the project continues to develop.
