The regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was opened by Village President Tim Morris by reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
Village President Timothy Morris announced appointment of Michael Musso to the Board of Trustees. Mr. Musso is replacing Cheryl Newcomer due to her resignation.

 Trustee Plock motioned to accept September meeting minutes as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Green.   Ayes - 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.
Trustee Groen motioned to accept the September Claims/Bills as presented.   This was seconded by Trustee Musso.   Ayes - 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

Trustee Shelton motioned to accept the September Treasurer's Report as presented.  This was seconded by Trustee Gittleson. Ayes - 6; Nays - 0; Motion Carried.

Well #2 is down - soft start not working - only start by hand

Well 3 went down during storms today (10/10/2021) the well is now working


The starter for the generator is not working and Cameron is having Meyers rebuild.


Tim Morris relayed to Cameron that the double doors in the north end/downstairs of the


 building is broken - instructed Cameron to repair.


Hot water heater at RVC Kitchen not working.  Discussion ensued - the hot water heater is a 


large capacity (50 gallon) water heater it needs to be operational before the Enduro race on 


November 13th & 14th.  Building chair - James Green will investigate options for replacement.
RVC - The Enduro Race is scheduled for November 13th and 14th.  RVC Committee will be cooking and will need volunteers to work the food booth 11am to 1pm on those days. The next RVC meeting is scheduled for November 8, 2021 at 6:00 pm.  The menu for the Enduro will be planned that evening. Ron Maxey (Enduro contact) will have answers to questions from the RVC committee.
 Nick Zellers is planning a bags tournament for mid January 2022.  
 Tim Morris discussed the poor condition of the picnic tables used during outside events such as LR Summer Daze, Beer Garden, games etc.  He asked if it would be possible to have the wood re-planed?  Luther Groen has a plane that he will use to re-plane the tables.

Trustee Committees

Building Committee chair James Green and President Morris connected with Anthony Peterson regarding his rented room.  Mr. Peterson has removed the gasoline and oil containers and has removed the blocking of the fire exit.  Green will monitor the situation.  Mr. Peterson will be asked to vacate the room should he violate the room agreement.

Ordinance Committee chair Dea Groen discussed Josh Lamping's rental property - a letter will be sent to enforce a cleanup of the property at 202 East First Street.  

Resident, Mark Miller, 209 Main Street, will be reprimanded for burning building materials by his house over the weekend.  The Fire Dept. had to be called to talk to Mr. Miller. 
Resident, Joe Coy, 205 East First Street will be sent another letter regarding parking on the sidewalk and other violations.


Streets, Alleys, Sidewalks & Trees chair Brad Plock relayed that the stump removal was scheduled to happen soon.

Trustee Gittleson discussed the possibility of the placement of a drain behind Aaron Shelton's home (411 Main Street).  Every time there are heavy rains the basement floods.

Trustee Shelton motioned to approve Ordinance 2021-02; abating the tax heretofore levied for the year 2021 to pay debt service on $1,016,000 General Obligation Refunding Bonds (Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2019 of the Village of Leaf River, Ogle County, Illinois.
