OPEN COMMENT – 

RVC – Karen Dietrich, RVC President addressed the board there will be a spaghetti luncheon held at the RVC for Veteran’s Day on November 11, 2023.  Scott Bicksler(Jerry Wickam Post #1148) is providing a program regarding Ralph DeWitt (deceased Leaf River Veteran) at 2:00 pm.  
Enduro will be one day only on Sunday, November 12, 2023.  
There will be Express Fast Pitch practices on Sundays in December.
Karen Moorehead has resigned as the RVC Scheduler.  A suitable person would live in the Village and be available to open the doors and set the schedule for events being held at the RVC.
Old Business:
Trustee Plock motioned to accept the contract from American Legal Publishers for re-codifying the Village Code Books.  This will cost $10,000 initially to recodify the books and there will be yearly updating.  (The initial cost is provided by the ARPA funds in savings) There is a yearly fee of $500 for updating plus the codes will be available online.  Trustee Green seconded the motion.

Discussion Topics:
Trustee Shelton has been in communication with Ogle County Sheriff Van Vickle regarding the availability of hiring Ogle County Officers on a contract basis.  This is due to the high call volume for the Sheriff’s department ex.  Between June 2023 and September 2023 there were 17 calls from the Village of Leaf River that required an Officer to be present.

Trustee Plock discussed the importance of fire hydrant maintenance.
The Village will order 6 more quick disconnect valves.
Trick or Treat hours are from 4 – 7 pm on October 31, 2023.  The Village will block the street by the Bertolet building for the Truck or Treat being held by the Lion’s Club.
Cameron McGill has resigned from the Village as Public Works Supervisor.  His last day will be October 20, 2023.  The job has been posted.   President Morris will shadow McGill during his last week for tips.  The Part-Time Maintenance Employee, Paul Bral, knows many of the aspects of the job and will be on hand.  Mr. Bral does not wish to be the full-time employee.
