OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

Trustee Shelton motioned to move $25,000 from the General Account to a new account for American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) matching with Ogle County for the Ogle County Community Grant program.  This was seconded by Trustee Green.  Ayes - 5; Nays - 0; Absent - 1 Trustee Groen. Motion Carried.
Discussion Topics - 
1. Available grants - President Morris had not received an answer from Dan Pepin - Community Funding and Planning at the time of the meeting.  Clerk Krueger will reach out to Paula Diehl (Ogle County Economic Development) to discuss further options for funding through Ogle County.



2. Trick or Treat hours for 2022 will be held Monday, October 31st from 4pm to 7pm. The Lion's Club and Leaf River Baptist Church plan on holding a costume contest and a Truck or Treat prior to Trick or Treat hours. 




3. Trustee Musso suggested that the hydraulic hoses be replaced on the grader.  Mr. Musso would also like the dump truck to be inspected.  The hydraulic hoses will be replaced and Trustee Green will facilitate the inspection.



4.  Motor on old Cub Cadet can be repaired by Beesing and used as a back-up mower.




5. Discussion of purchasing a "pull behind" fogger for spraying for mosquitoes vs. paying Clarke Environmental to spray twice a season.  Trustee Plock and President Morris will research for best prices and add this purchase to the 2023 budget.
