1.  Ms. Patty Head from Rock River Energy introduced herself and explained Rock River Energy’s role as a broker for the energy supplier to the Village of Leaf River and Leaf River Township.  The current contract we have expires in April of 2024, Resolution 2023 R-2 will provide permission for Rock River Energy to find the lowest rates possible for our supplier.

Trustee James Green received a phone call from Safe Steps Sidewalks regarding the Village utilizing their company to redo sidewalks in the Village.  The streets committee will meet with the representative from Safe Steps for more details.
President Tim Morris and Trustee Nicki Shelton discussed a common interest in selling the building and property where the current Village Hall is (605 Main St.) They would like to keep a parcel of land – Flat area  just south of the Village Hall.  The Village Attorney will be contacted to receive the proper procedures.
Discussion ensued as to possible buyers and what Realtor to use.
